· Cell phones are not permitted during games or practices.
3. Responsibility:
· Athletes are responsible for their uniforms and practice/game attire.

4. Participation Requirements:
· You must arrive at all games and activities 30 minutes early.
· Missing three practices (unexcused) will result in dismissal from the team.
· Failure to communicate with the coach will result in being benched.
5. Scholarship Policy:
· If you receive a scholarship and quit the team, the scholarship will be revoked.
6. Coach’s Authority:
· Athletes should not question the coach regarding another athlete's absences or tardiness. This is the coach’s responsibility.
